HMC is excited to make the below investments in our communities to improve the resident experience.

• Air Force Academy ($1.35M) - Pressure reducing valve infrastructure and tree removal.
• Ft Gregg-Adams ($33M) - Whole house renovation of 270-units in the Harrison Villa neighborhood.
• Columbus ($980K) - Roof replacement in Magnolia neighborhood and window replacement on impacted seals.

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COMMUNITY ANNOUNCEMENTS
Pet Rules for Quail Hollow Family Housing:

• All dogs must be on a leash when being walked, even if you are 
by your house.

• We need a picture of each pet and rabies vaccination records as 
well. Non-Military must pay a non-refundable Pet Fee of $300.00 
per pet. Military must pay a $250.00 Pet Deposit that is 
refundable at the time of move out, so long as there is no 
damage to the home.

• Hunt Military Communities does have breed restrictions for Dogs. 
Residents cannot have restricted breeds or dogs mixed with 
restricted breeds. The restricted breeds are Pit Bull (American 
Sta�ordshire Bull Terrier or English Sta�ordshire Terrier), 
Rottweiler, Presa Canarios, Doberman Pinscher, Chow Chow, 
Akitas, Masti�s, Great Danes, Alaska Malamutes, and Wolf Hybrids.

• There is a limit of 2 pets per household.

• Please make sure dogs are not barking nonstop throughout the 
day or night. Please consider your neighbors!

COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENTS 
When disposing of trash, please place all loose trash in trash bags before 
placing them in the receptacles. Only trash bags should be placed in 
trashcans. All boxes needing to be disposed of should be empty of all 
contents, �attened, and placed on the side of the receptacles. No 
household/bulk items should be placed in or near the receptacles.

We 
ask that all residents and guests pick up after their pets and whenever 
they are out of the home, pets are to be on a leash per your signed leasing 
addendum and Taylor County laws.
