Pet Rules for Quail Hollow Family Housing:

- Limit to 2 pets per household: All dogs must be on a leash when being walked, even if you are by your house.

- Non-Military must pay a non-refundable pet fee of $300 per pet. Military must pay a $250 pet deposit that is refundable at
the time of move out upon no damage to the home

- Please make sure dogs are not barking nonstop throughout the day or night. Please consider your neighbors!

- We need a picture of each pet and rabies vaccination records as well

- Hunt Military Communities does have breed restrictions for Dogs. Residents cannot have restricted breeds or dogs mixed
with restricted breeds. The restricted breeds are; Pit Bull(American Staffordshire Bull Terrier/English Staffordshire Terrier),
Rottweiler, Presa Canarios, Doberman Pinscher, Chow Chow, Akitas, Mastiff, Great Danes, Alaskan Malamutes, & Wolf Hybrids.
