Friendly reminder to follow leash rules, breed restrictions, and guidelines:

Pet Limit: Max 2 pets per household. Pictures must be provided.
Leash Policy: Dogs must be leashed at all times, even near your home.
Vaccination Records: Initial records including mandatory rabies vaccine must be provided, as well
as regularly updated records.

Associated Fees: See details below and reach out with any questions:
Non-Military: $300 non-refundable deposit
(covers cost of cleaning and maintenance)

Hunt Military Communities does have breed restrictions for
Dogs. Residents cannot have restricted breeds or dogs mixed
with restricted breeds. 
The restricted breeds are: Pit Bull (American Staffordshire Bull
Terrier/English Staffordshire Terrier), Rottweiler, Presa Canarios,
Doberman Pinscher, Chow Chow, Akitas, Mastiff, Great Danes,
Alaskan Malamutes, & Wolf Hybrids.
